In honor of Black History Month our book 

in review goes to “Caste ” By Isabel 

Wilkerson.  Caste, for those unsure, is a 

hierarchical system based on 

inheritance, in which people inherit 

certain privileges in society by way of 

lineage, or, according to oxford 

languages, “...perceived as socially 

distinct”. Wilkerson's book analyzes 

similarities between the racial caste 

systems of India, Nazi-era Germany, and, 

of course, the United States.

We learn that in 

the hot summer of 2016, a deadly virus 

was unleashed from its frozen 

confines in the Siberian tundra amid 

a heat wave that melted the 

permafrost. It led to disease and 

death, and a complicated, lengthy 

removal process. She compares this 

dormant, hidden yet deadly virus to 

the hidden and dormant hatred 

brewing beneath the surface of 

American culture, arising from its 

perceived death in the same year of 

2016 with Trump’s rise to the 

presidency.
